IFLA '95-Istanbul News

The 61st IFLA General Council and Conference was held in Swissotel, Istan-
bul from August 20-26, 1995. More than 3000 delegates from over 100 coun-
tries participated in the Conference. It was stated in the Closing Session
that this was the best-ever attended IFLA Conference.

The Opening Session of the 61st IFLA Conference was held at Ataturk
Cultural Center. The theme of the Conference was “Libraries of the Future.”
Professor Talat Halman, the first Minister of Culture of the Turkish Repub-
lic and, currently, Chair of the Near Eastern Languages and Literature of
the New York University and Member of UNESCO Executive Committee,
delivered the Keynote Address (“From Babylon to ‘Libre-Space™) and got a
standing ovation. :

Some 200 papers were presented during the Conference. (These papers
can be obtained, in electronic form, from the following address:
http://www.nlIC bnCca/ifla/.) Conference delegates also enjoyed receptions
given by the President of Turkey, the Minister of Culture and Mayor of Is-
tanbul, visited some places of historical interest along with various libraries,
and took a boat trip up the Bosphorus, one of the most beautiful waterways
in the world.

Turkish Librarians Got Elected to IFLA'Standing' Committees

Five Turkish Librarians got elected to the Standing Committees of various
IFLA Sections. Mr. Hilmi Celik, director of the Turkish Grand National As-
sembly Library, got re-elected to the Section of the Parliament Libraries for
the second term. Mr." Ayhan Kaygusuz, Mr. Yasar Tonta, Dr. Hansin
Tunckanat and Professor Aysel Yontar got also elected for their first terms
to the Sections on Statistics, Education and Training, Regional Activities
and Library Theory and Research, respectively. Professor Serhat Cakir be-
came the corresponding member of the Section on Information Tecnology.
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IFLA Ad Hoc Committee on Access to vlnformation and
Freedom of Expression

An ad hoc Committee on Access to Information and Freedom of Expression
was established during the IFLA Conference in Istanbul. Its mandate is to
gather the views of IFLA’s members, review expert advice and advise the
wider IFLA community accordingly.

The Committee will be chaired by Tony Evans (UK) and consist of 30
appointed members from various countries. The candidate that was nomi-
nated by the TLA to this Committee is Mr, Tayfun Giille of the IGEME Li-
brary.

At the IFLA Council Meeting on August 26, 1995, delegates passed the
following resolution by an overwhelming majority:

The Importance of Freedom of Expression and

Free Access to Information

“The 1995 IFLA General Conference in Istanbul affirms its commitment
to Article 19 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, as stated by the
55th IFLA General Conference in 1989.

“The IFLA General Conference is deeply concerned about increasing in-
fringements on free expression and the free flow of information in many
parts of the world, and the mounting cases of abuse and even killing are be-
ing recorded. Attacks are often directed against writers, journalists, publish-
ers and editors, and those responsible may be governments, groups or par-
ties representing extreme political or religious views.

“The IFLA General Conference firmly comdemns all violent and other
restrictions on freedom of expression, access to information and free debate.
These are fundamental rights that enable people and societies to protect and
enhance democracy and culture.

“The IFLA General Conference recognizes that restrictions on freedom

' of expression and access to information limit the ability of libraries and li-
brarians to serve the needs and interests of their users and therefore, calls
upon all governments to ensure the right to freedom of expression and the
free flow of information for their citizens and to protect them from violence,
intimidation and threat of punishment in pursuit of these rights.”

IFLA Internet Working Group

An Internet Working Group was also set up during the IFLA Conference in
Istanbul. Its main objective is to realize various projects on the Internet and,
thus, create new opportunities of cooperation among IFLA members. Some
Turkish librarians, including TLA’s Vice President Ms. Miijgén San, are also
members of this newly-created Working Group.
